(vi) if sent by e-mail, on the date it is delivered,

unless the date of that delivery (or attemnpted delivery) or that receipt, as applicable, is not a Local Business Day or
that communication is delivered {or attempted) or received, as applicable, after the close of business on a Local
Business Day, in which case that communication will be deemed given and effective on the first following day that is
& Local Business Day.

(b Change of Details. Either party may by notice to the other change the address, elex or facsimile number or
electronic messaging system or e-mail details at which notices or other communications are 1o be given o it.

13, Governing Law and Jurisdiction

{a) Governing Law. This Agreement will be governed by and construed in accordance with the law specified in
the Schedule.

(b) Jurisdiction. With respect to any suit, action or proceedings relating to any dispute arizing out of or in
connection with this Agreement (“Proceedings™), each party irrevocably:—

(1) submits:—

(1) if this Agreement is expressed lo be governed by English law, to (A) the non-exclusive
Jjurisdiction of the English courts if the Proceedings do not invelve a Convention Court and (B} the
exclusive jurisdiction of the English courns if the Proceedings do involve a Convention Court; or

{2y if this Agreement is expressed to be poverned by the laws of the State of New York, to the
non-exclusive jurisdiction of the counts of the Stare of New York and the United States District
Court located in the Borough of Manhattan in New York City;

(i) waives any objection which it may have at any time to the laying of venue of any Proccedings
brought in any such court, waives any claim that such Proceedings have been brought in an inconvenient
forum and further waives the right to object, with respect to such Proceedings, that sech court does not have
any jurisdiction over such party; and

(iii) agrees, to the extent permitted by applicable law, that the bringing of Proceedings in any one or
more jurisdictions will not preclude the bringing of Proceedings in any other jurisdiction.

) Service of Process. Each party irrevocably appoints the Process Agent, if any. specified opposite its name
in the Schedule to receive, for it and on its behalf, service of process in any Proceedings. If for any reason any
party’s Process Agent is unable to act as such, such party will promptly notify the other party and within 30 days
appoint a substilute process agent acceptable to the other party. The parties irrevocably consent to service of process
given in the manner provided for notices in Section 12(a)(i), 12(aXiii) or 120a)iv). Nothing in this Agreement will
affect the right of either party to serve process in any other manner permitted by applicable law,

{d) Waiver of Immunities. Each party irrevocably waives, to the extent permitted by applicable law, with
respect 10 itsell and its revenues and assets (imespective of their use or intended use), all immupity on the grownds of
sovereignty or other similar grounds from (i) suit, (i) jurisdiction of any coun, (iii} relief by way of injunction or
order for specific performance or recovery of property, (iv) attachment of its assets {whether before or afier
Judgment) and (v} execution or enforcement of any judgment to which it or its revenues or assets might otherwise be
entitled in any Proceedings in the courts of any jurisdiction and imevocably agrees, 1o the extent permited by
applicable law, that it will not claim any such immunity in any Proceedings.
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
