> Besides moving forward in some exciting studies and new publications, 
> we have just received a $250,000 grant from the Pioneer Fund of the Robert Wood 
Johnson Foundation to pursue initiatives to integrate placebo studies into the 
education framework of Harvard university. 
> Also, the Food and Drug Administration (FDA) has asked to collaborate with us 
to develop new research designs that would more efficiently control for placebo 
effects in randomized trials. We're hoping that this will attract collaboration 
from the pharmaceutical industry.
