fetime care of the animals. Gow Bill Richardson, founder of RCGE. and Wayne Pacelle, president and CEO
of The HSUS, sent a joint letter to naarly 90 of the blood cenfer's most significant donors urging them to placea
pressure on NYBC by condemning its reprehensible actions and withdrawing funding until the blood center
takes responsiblity.

Pacelle said: “We are grateful to Gov. Richardson and the Richardson Center for Global Engagement for their
dedication to this cause and collaboration with The Humane Society of the Uniled States as we work with the

govermnment of Libena on afforts to provide the high-guality care owed fo these chimpanzees.”
