I didn't see a link or anything attached to your last email. 
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Photo printers basically have two defining characteristics: 

• The # of inks - this defines the range of colors they can produce & has the biggest 
impact on the quality of prints 

• The maximum size of the prints 

Most low-end photo printers can print up to 8.5-inch wide. These printers are generally crap 
(poor print quality, expensive inks, break really easily) and not something that I'd ever 
recommend to anyone. 

Printers that can print larger than 11-inch wide are considered "Large Format", these 
generally have the best print quality. Here is Epson's current Large Format line-up: 

https://epson.corn/wide-format-printers-comparison

They're all pretty much the same physical size as the 3800. 

The Artisan 1430 Inkjet Printer is really cheap ($300), and likely to not print quite as well as 
the 3800. The P400 ($700) is probably the closest match to the 3800, while the P600 ($800) 
& P800 ($1300) will have significantly BETTER print quality than the 3800 had. 

Of all of them, I'd mcommend the P600. 

Epson controls the pricing on the printers, so ordering from AI Friedman will be the same as 
ordering from B&H. AIF says they're in stock in their warehouse, so we should expect 
delivery within a couple days.

As I feared, the repair costs are likely to be more than the printer is worth. The 
Epson 3800 was —$1000 when it was discontinued in 2011, and its 
replacement (the 3880) was just replaced itself. 

It looks like Epson has its SureColor P400 ($600) & P600 ($800) in its place 
now. 

The company Ron references, Al Friedman (they're down in Chelsea/ West 
20s), is one I've worked with a lot in the past & they've always given me great 
advice. 

If you'd like me to reach out to Lenny ( lennyw®aifriedman.com ), I'd be 
happy to see what he recommends. 

Otherwise, Adorama & B&H both will have these "Epson Professional 
Imaging Wide Format" printers locally. 

Sorry I don't have better news.

When a 3800 starts dropping in on the page it is usually the result of the ink 
selector failing. This is an expensive repair costing $349 plus tax.. 

My suggestion is to tell the customer to replace the unit with a new Epson 
printer, model based on their requirements. A.I. Friedman sell the full line of 
Epson professional grade units. Lenny Weiland is a salesman there that I 
work closely with. He can certainly fit them with the correct machine. 

Please keep me in mind for any future Epson repair needs that your 
customers may have.
