Luxury waterfront housing has brought scores of young professicnals to Charlestown, while the
Irish bars and pizza Joints on West Broadway in Southie are now complemented by fancy
bakeries and cafes adwertising '"'micro-roasted coffee'' and cappuccino. Housing prices have
skyrocketed in both neighborhoods, making it difficult for young couples who grew up there to
