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Turns out the secret to better business on Airbnb is to look attractive and 
trustworthy. Researchers from Hebrew University's Robert H. Smith Faculty of 
Agriculture, Food and Environment investigated whether and how consumers' 
decisions are affected by personal photos of Airbnb hosts.
