Hi Jeffrey, 

I spoke with Celestino to get an idea of what Mapp would like to meet about. There are two specific 
things: e-commerce and the IBE program. 

Mapp would like to continue previous discussions he has had with you with regards to e-commerce. 
He is on record stating that he would like to use the viNGN Platform to create high paying jobs. 
Celestino also said that Mapp is interested in speaking to you about "your bank". I assume that he is 
referring to FSG.

Rochelle Corniero Todman - Deputy Chief of Staff - Todman has worked in the V.I. Legislature for 
the last 26 years, serving as chief of staff to several senators, most recently to Senate President 
Shawn-Michael Malone. 

Simon Jones-Hendrickson - Chief Economist and Financial Adviser - Has taught economics for 
the last 38 years UVI and most recently served as dean of the college of liberal arts and social 
sciences. He has been a consultant to the Organization of Eastern Caribbean States; UNESCO; the 
V.I. Office of Management and Budget; the United Nations and the government of Monserrat.

Celestino to arrange to have you not sign in and he said that he would take care of it.
