As the public turns its attention to what would have been Lennon's T0th birthday and the 30th anniversary of his
murder, LENNONNYC is a documentary uniquely posed to commemorate the life of one of the most important
and influence artists of the Twentieth Century - someone whose life and work is as powerful and relevant today as it
has ever been.
