Thanks for sharing your photos of Burr Elementary. The mosaic is the creation of Green Star Movement, a
Chicago-based NPO which "inspires students and community members to design and realize public art". There
is a pallery of three photos of the mosaic on their Web site. The comer of the mural features a short phrase
written by the students: "Every child is a different kind of flower and together make this world a beautiful
earden.” To expand on Jamie's point about Burr as a model for Learning Garden sites, the school has a
